The conclusion was we are going to challenge 6 families to volunteer to contact a missionary once every 2 months.  They will also be available for the missionary to contact them when they have an urgent prayer or support need.  This will be a 1 year commitment.  We will try to incorporate these contact families to assist with the “Missionary Updates” in the bulletin and to the congregation.  Renee will send out an email to the congregation about this program on Wednesday, May 17, then explain the program in the service on May 21.
